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PRESIDENT’S REPORT
2007 – 2008 

The year 2007 – 2008 was yet another busy year which saw again the continued staging of many social and commemorative events as well as dealing with many development issues as a result of the rapid growth of Stittsville. I would like to thank all our Executive members and the countless volunteers who tirelessly devoted much of their time for the benefit of our community. I would particularly like to extend our thanks to our Volunteer Firefighters who have, as in past years,  contributed their energy and talents to the organization of many of our events. No less thanks are also due to developers, businesses and individuals for their generous donations supporting Stittsville Village Association’s activities which helped to preserve a community spirit through the many activities that bring our residents together. These efforts that aim at preserving and fostering a community spirit and preventing Stittsville to become just another bedroom community did not get unnoticed. I am happy to report, that out MP the honourable Gordon O’Connor let our Councillor Shad Qadri know, that Stittsville was one of only two communities in his riding where residents showed pride in their community and joined together to make things happen. I do not doubt that our Executives and the many volunteers have played and will continue to play a crucial role in making Stittsville rather unique. Thank you all.
In 2007 – 2008 the SVA organized at the end of November 2007 the Parade of Lights marking the beginning of the festive season; at the end of February 2008 the Winter Fest, in June the Art-in-the-Park, on July 1st the Canada Day celebrations, in July for the first time we hosted the Meet- Authors-in-the-Park event, and finally at the beginning of October 2008 the Village Fest which was extended for the first time to two days. I will not get into the details here, since they will be reported separately. As has been the mark of our Executives, also again this year these events provided new and attractive features. The Soap Box Derby which was part of the Village Fest attracted significant new entrants in particular it was pleasing to see the many children and youth who participated in this event.

With the continued growth of Stittsville, the SVA dealt with a significant number of development proposals and proposed any changes where we felt that it would provide a better design, compatible with the character of our community in general and the neighbourhood in particular where they would be developed. As this was also the time where the Official Plan of the City of Ottawa was to be updated our Executive made sure that these updates were compatible with the needs of Stittsville. In all these cases comments were provided to the City and/or Council in writing and through verbal presentations. Details are in the respective Reports by the responsible Executive member. The SVA Executive also spent considerable effort regarding transportation issues affecting Stittsville in particular the Rapid Transit System. 

The proposed expansion of the Carp Road Landfill site did not require any significant effort from the SVA on behalf of our residents. The owner and operator of the Landfill site, Waste Management, is spending significant effort to bring the site operation in conformance with their operating license from the Ministry of the Environment. I would like to note that this activity was the result of our and the Richardson Side Road Community Association’s efforts in previous years. However both the SVA and the Richardson Side Road Association participated in the Stake Holder Advisory Committee dealing with the issue how to increase waste diversion of the Industrial Commercial and Institutional (IC&I) waste generators, since they create the largest amount of waste, most of which currently fills Landfill sites in particular the Carp Road Landfill site. Further details are in the relevant Report by the Executive.
As in past years, the Association once again organized an All-Candidates meeting at the Sacred Heart CatholicHigh School on October 8, 2008. I would like to thank all candidates for their attendance in their busy election campaign. It was gratifying to see the large number of residents who attended and contributed to a lively discussion. I would like to express my thanks to the volunteers and the High School Staff ighHiwho helped in organizing this successful event.

The SVA would like to express its gratitude and thanks to our three local Newsapapers The Stittsville News, Stittsville Weekender and the Stittsville/Richmond issue of the EMC. In particular we would like to thank John Curry, editor of The Stittsville News, John Brummell, reporter of The Stittsville News and Stittsville Weekender and Sabine Gibbins reporter of the EMC for their excellent coverage of our events as well as personal participation in organizing them . Thanks is also due to Kathy Perreault who provided us with excellent designs for advertising our events in the EMC.
Since we gave up the publishing of a Newsletter in the year 2006 – 2007, in the past year we spend effort to improve our web site and make it eventually our primary communications tool. I would like to thank our Communications Sub-Committee who together with our Web-Master Gisele Andrews who have given it a fresh and appealing look. We have started to use it for advertising our events and thanking our sponsors. I hope that the SVA can make more and better use of the SVA web site in the coming years. It is a matter of priorities and the availability of more volunteers.
While we certainly are very happy and grateful to all the volunteers who helped the Executive to achieve its goals, nevertheless we are aware, that our activities are limited by the available volunteers. We hope that with the growing community we will be able to attract more volunteers in the future and thus expand our activities.

Finally I want to touch on our finances. I want to emphasize, that the SVA depends for its operation solely on donations by developers, businesses, some individuals and for certain events grants from the federal and municipal governments. As the detailed financial report clearly shows, many of our activities do require significant funds in addition to volunteer time. While we are pleased to see all the many residents attending and enjoying our events we hope that they remember that we would appreciate their donations – because without them these events cannot be provided.

Last but not least I would like to thank our Councillor Shad Qadri, who was our former President, for his continued support of the SVA through keeping us informed and very often offering a helping hand in the organization of our events.

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COMMUNICATIONS  REPORT

2007 – 2008

The Stittsville Village Association has traditionally used three mechanisms by which to communicate with the residents of Stittsville specifically:  the SVA website at www.stittsvilleva.com, newsletters and the weekly community newspapers.

Website and Newsletters

The SVA website has existed for a number of years and has been maintained, from the technical standpoint, by Gisele Andrews of Guiz Creations. The SVA Executive is responsible for determining the content of the website, including requests for updates and the like. It was also the intention to post meeting agendas in advance of the meetings to give all interested residents an opportunity to be aware of the issues and to attend. However, due to very last minute changes to the agendas, they were rarely posted on the SVA website. Further, all meeting minutes, once approved by the Executive, were to be posted; unfortunately this has also been done rather sporadically. 

In the Spring of 2007, the SVA issued its final newsletter.  Largely due to increasing reproduction and mailing costs and the on-going difficulty of soliciting advertising with which to cover those costs, the Executive decided to discontinue the production and distribution of the newsletter.

Based on the foregoing and in accordance with the SVA’s Strategy Plan, the Executive established a Communications Sub-Committee to review the SVA’s communication mechanisms.  Recognizing that a large number of residents have access to computers, the Sub-Committee gave priority to reviewing and upgrading the website which had remained the same since its establishment.  Over the course of 2008, the website was redesigned, resulting in a completely new look and feel.  Information posted on the website was updated and new information added.  The SVA will continue to ensure the timeliness of the information on the website, with the on-going and invaluable assistance of Gisele Andrews, who we would like to offer our heartfelt thanks for her dedication. 

Weekly Community Newspapers
The three weekly local newspapers – the Stittsville News, Stittsville Weekender (Metroland group) and the EMC Stittsville/Richmond (Record News Communications) – have throughout 2008, once again, very generously and extensively covered the activities of the SVA, by regularly reporting on the discussions taking place at our monthly Executive meetings as well as alerting residents of upcoming social and community events with significant detail.

The SVA would like to take this opportunity to express its appreciation to John Curry and John Brummell of The Stittsville News/Stittsville Weekender and to Sabine Gibbins of the EMC Stittsville/Richmond for their outstanding support of the SVA.

New Brochure

With the discontinuation of the newsletter, the website and the local newspapers had become the primary mechanisms through which the SVA could reach the community.  With that in mind and in an effort to expand outreach for the purposes of soliciting volunteers and potential funding sources, the SVA designed and introduced a new brochure which promotes the SVA, its mandate and its activities.  Three thousand copies have been made and, to date, several hundred copies were distributed to Welcome Wagon, several new home sales offices, real estate offices, the Stittsville Food Bank to primarily target newcomers to Stittsville.  The SVA is working to distribute the remaining copies to maximize impact from the perspective of the aforementioned goals.

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TRANSPORTATION REPORT

2007 – 2008

During the year 2007 – 2008 the SVA dealt with following transportation issues:

1. Collector & Rural Road Corridor Design Guidelines

2. Transportation Master Plan

3. Rapid Transit System

4. Proposed OC Transpo Service enhancements to Stittsville

1. Collector & Rural Road Corridor Design Guidelines

City of Ottawa embarked on design guidelines for various roads. Arterial Road Design Guidelines had been dealt with previously. Delcan was hired as a consultant who also previously had developed design guidelines for roads for the City of Ottawa. I attended several meetingswhere also other citizen groups were present but also a large number of representatives from other City departments.

These design guidelines not only deal with the above ground structure of the roads, but also infrastructure that is buried under the road, such as hydro, cable TV, telephone cables, water, sewer and gas pipes. 

These guidelines deal with a variety of roads, depending on location land use, whether public transit will use them or not. On road parking, sidewalks, trees and green spaces are also considered. While it is expected, that in new developments these guidelines will be used, it is also envisaged that these guidelines be applied where older parts of the City get rehabilitated. It should be noted, that these guidelines are not legally enforceable – they are guidelines. A representative from the OMB commented, that guidelines are from their perspective not useful. Other City Department representatives felt that the proposed guidelines would be far too expensive to implement given the fiscal constraints the City has to live with and that even maintaining existing roads and infrastructure was very difficult.

2. Transportation Master Plan 

As required by Provincial Policies the City’s Official Plan has to be updated every 5 years. The Transportation Master Plan is part of the Official Plan. I attended several Open Hoses and discussion meetings where all modes of transportation were discussed and their importance/priorities were considered. Modes of transportation include Public Transit, private cars, bicycles and walking. The City aims to increase public transit usage from its about 20% to 30%. It also is trying to encourage more use of bicycles through providing more pathways and bicycle lanes on roads as well as designing new subdivisions which will include residential as well as industrial/business sections thus reducing the need for vehicular transportation.

It was pointed out, that these plans are not very realistic, considering that the many of the objectives of the first Transportation Master Plan of the Amalgamated City of Ottawa had not been achieved.

3. Rapid Transit System

I was significantly involved in this issue. I attended an Open House in March 2008 in Kanata where 4 options were offered. Most attendees to this open House were obviously opposed to the option which would have seen The Light Rail System to be provided to the East and to the South. I commented extensively on the proposed Rapid Transit System with a lot of data why it would make a lot more sense to extend the Rail system to the Eagleson Park and Ride and not stopping it at the Lincoln Fields and Baseline Stations.

In September when a further Open House was provided, we were very much disappointed that while the south extension had been deferred, that the west rail corridor would only be extended to Tunneys Pasture. I was told at that meeting, that the transit users from the west would therefore continue to be bussed to downtown Ottawa as is the case now. I further commented negatively on this matter. It appears that any Light Rail Rapid Transit System to the west is probably decades away. 

4. OC Transpo Service enhancements to Stittsville

As per the agreement that was made when for Stittsville the Town Transit taxation system was introduced, OC Transpo was to provide service improvements for discussion and acceptance by the residents. In early October our Councillor Qadri arranged for a public meeting with OC Transpo to discuss further service improvements as a result of the growth of the Community as well as point out a strategy by which ultimately Stittsville residents would receive public transit service that would meet OC Transpo’s urban transit standards and at that point the Town Transit Area tax regime would be terminated.

At the meeting OC Transpo proposed to extend the current route 163 from the Fairwinds subdivision through Timbermere to Westridge Drive, an area which currently does not have all-day public transit service. Also additional service was proposed for one of the Express bus routes. Few years from now it was envisaged that the all-day route 96 would provide more service in the evenings and on weekends. Attendees were satisfied with these proposals. However, it now appears that any service enhancements may be deferred by at least 1 year if Council does not override Staff recommendations.

The SVA will continue to be involved in public transit matters also in the next year.

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IC&I  WASTE DIVERSION

STAKEHOLDER ADVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT

2007 - 2008

Background

As a result of the proposal to expand the Carp Road Waste Disposal site to three times its present size, significant opposition from the community was expressed, due, in particular to the odour that was noticaeable in a wide area surrounding the site. In addition there were also problems with ground water contamination which was very important to residents who live in the Richardson Side Road area and depend on groundwater for their water supply.

As is well known an active citizen group including the SVA successfully stooped the expansion for the time being, since it was able to prove the Ontario Ministry of Environment that Waste Management, owner and operator of the Waste disposal facility was not complying with the terms of their license. 

The expansion problem also highlighted another problem: While the City has made efforts to divert waste from Landfills for Household waste through its Blue and Black Box programs and through the collection of Yard waste for composting and has achieved a waste diversion in the order of 35%  and is continuing to increase waste Diversion further with their Green Box program (Organic Matter to be collected for composting), the waste Diversion rate from Industrial, Commercial and Institutional (IC&I) waste generators was a dismal 17%. Considering that of the total amount of waste generated in the City of Ottawa, the IC&I sector generates 70%, the impact on Landfill capacity is serious. Unfortunately, municipalities have no control on how IC&I waste is treated; this is regulated by the Province.

The Council in 2007 directed Staff to conduct a study what the City could do to increase waste Diversion by the IC&I sector.

Stakeholder Advisory Committee

City Staff issued contracts to initially gather facts about the amount of waste generated and its composition. Subsequent to that, various mechanisms were explored how to increase awareness of the problem in the IC&I sector as well as what kind of incentives could be used to make diversion attractive.

Included in the waste generated by this sector is that from the construction and demolition (C&D) industry. In these studies a distinction was made since the composition of the C&D waste is significantly different from the remaining IC&I waste.

As part of these studies input and comments were sought from various stakeholders, including interested citizen groups. From the western part of the City the SVA and the Richardson Side Road Community Association were invited to participate. Olivia Nixon and Vincent Lavoie from the Richardson Side Road Community Association participated and from the SVA it was myself. Other participants included representatives from the Waste Management industry, Hospitals, the Airport, large corporations such as Tim Hortons, etc. Waste Management Corporation did not participate in the advisory committee

.

A draft report was completed in early 2008 and was presented to the Stakeholder Advisory Committee as well as City Council for comments. From the comments received a final draft was presented to the Stakeholder Advisory Committee and City Staff in September 2008. Comments received from the September 2008 meeting will be incorporated in the final report and submitted to Council in early 2009.

There are a number of hurdles that this initiative has to overcome if waste Diversion of the IC&I sector is to become significant:

1. The City has to put pressure on the Ontario Government, so that they enforce much more rigorously existing regulation for waste diversion. Apparently major impediment is the far too small number of staff available for inspection and enforcement.

2. Cost of separation of waste at the source has not to be a significant financial burden to the industry.

3. There has to be an industry that can reuse the diverted material. Presently for most of the material there is no receptor industry in the Ottawa area. It is a typical “chicken and egg” situation: The industry does not divert waste, hence why should someone set up a plant that can reuse the material? On the other hand, why should industry source separate waste, if there is no receptor industry?

The report in many sections points out to the fact that the City does not have jurisdiction on this matter hence it can not enforce diversion. How successful education and other incentives will be, remains to be seen. It is quite clear that IC&I waste diversion will be a slow process.

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PLANNING ISSUES REPORT

2007 – 2008 

The Association continues to play an active role in the planning and development activities affecting Stittsville. As we report every year, many of the projects in which we have been involved over the previous year are continuations from previous years, as well as new proposals which have surfaced since the last AGM. 

Those planning issues to which we have provided input and which we feel have potentially the greatest impact on the growth of the community are summarized below.

Comprehensive Zoning By-law.

Following a final public meeting in April, the Comprehensive Zoning By-law, harmonizing the by-laws from the 11 pre-amalgamation municipalities, was adopted by Council on June 25th. The concerns which we continued to identify at the final meeting and which we felt would have the most serious effect on our community were a) the removal of maximum density requirements for certain classes of residential zoning, such as townhouses and stacked units; b) the impractical and unrealistic reduction in minimum parking spaces for new residential, and certain commercial construction; and c) the  retention of  existing provisions in the new TM-9 zoning for Stittsville Main Street such as  traditional maximum building heights, and property set-backs, etc. There are a number of appeals to the By-law before the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB) which will not be resolved until mid 2009. However, the non-appealed parts of the By-law have received the OMB’s blessing and are in effect for new zoning applications as of the June date, thus eliminating the cumbersome, and confusing, necessity of parallel applications of two or three zoning by-laws for each application.

Although the new density and parking provisions were included in the approved By-law, the SVA believes that the new by-law is in the best interests of this community and the City of Ottawa as a whole, and will certainly provide a comprehensive vehicle through which future growth can be directed and controlled.

Official Plan Review
The City of Ottawa’s Official Plan, established in 2003 has been undergoing intense scrutiny by the City in its first five year review as required by the Ontario Planning Act.  Of the proposed changes and updates to the Official Plan, the SVA has concentrated its comments and input on those issues having the greatest, and most immediate effect on this community. These would be mainly concerns regarding compatibility and intensification, design standards, and urban boundary expansion.

In addition to providing written submissions on the issue of intensification, I attended several intensification forum meetings and a round-table workshop on the subject, all arranged and hosted by the City. At the latter, we endeavoured to emphasize the need to address social impact in any compatibility criteria, particularly with respect to intensification projects.

Tied into the question of intensification is the issue of the further expansion of the urban boundary. In conducting its five year assessment of future land supply, the City has determined that it will need approximately 850 more hectares of land to meet the growth demand to 2031. It has been proposed that any expansion, however, will be “performance based” – it would only take place in those areas where intensification targets have been met. City staff are presenting a discussion document on the subject at Committee on  November 24th,  with a report and recommendations submitted in late January. The SVA has taken the position that, given the massive expansion to accommodate the Fernbank lands, any further expansion in the area of Stittsville is neither necessary nor desirable.

Under changes to the Planning Act, municipalities now have the authority to enforce design standards, building profiles, etc. and policies recognizing this will be put into the Official Plan. The SVA have supported this initiative – the City is currently determining how the various design criteria will be set, evaluated, and enforced, and it will be a welcome addition to the overall planning process.


A further submission made by the SVA was for the Official Plan to address the independence of the various studies required as part of the development application process. The consultants’ studies are contracted for and financed by the developers thus giving a public perception of bias and creating conflicts of interests. We have, therefore, asked that the Official Plan require that all prescribed studies be arranged and conducted by the City and charged to the developer.

As an all-encompassing issue, we have asked that, because of the apparent ease with which applicants for amendments to the Official Plan are accommodated, the principle and intent of the Official Plan be adhered to a far greater degree than at present.

60 Sweetnam Drive development
The owner of this undeveloped land in the Granite Ridge subdivision asked in 2007 for a rezoning of this land to permit the development of four Stacked Townhouse buildings providing 32 dwelling units. This zoning request was recommended as an appropriate infill intensification to the Planning and Environment Committee, where this recommendation was accepted and was forwarded to Council for approval. Based on objections voiced by residents to the Councillor of Ward 6 and on his request Council did not approve the owner’s request for rezoning. The objection was based on the fact that  such stacked townhouses would be incompatible with the character of the surrounding community which consisted mostly of one and two storey detached homes. Since the owner was not willing to a compromise of regular townhouses for a total of 24 dwelling units, he appealed the decision to the OMB. 

The OMB hearing was held in May 2008. Since the City’s Planning and Environment Department had recommended the approval of this request, the City had to find a planner from the private sector to defend the Council’s position. Unfortunately they were unable to find a planner who was willing to defend the City’s position. Since the OMB relies almost entirely on the expert witnesses statements, the City lost this case. This case exposes a serious flaw in the municipal decision making system, whereby the City Council is unable to defend its position before the OMB and is, in effect, over-ruled by decisions taken by the non-elected bureaucracy.  The case has also once more highlighted the disadvantageous position of community groups, who mostly do not have the financial resources to hire expert witnesses to defend their position. Hence if the City does not or cannot defend a position favoured by the community, such cases seem destined to be decided in favour of the developer.


The SVA made written and verbal presentation to the Committee supporting the Granite Ridge residents’ position. We also provided written input to the OMB as a participant and made a verbal presentation at the hearing.   

Fernbank Community Design Plan

The development of the Community Design Plan for the Fernbank lands, i.e. those lands west of the Carp River/Terry Fox extension, bordered by Hazeldean Road to the north, Iber and Shea Roads to the west and Fernbank Road to the south, has been underway since late November 2006, as reported at the 2007 AGM. 

The developers estimate that over 8500 units will be built, with a mixture of single homes, semi-detacheds, townhouses, and apartments giving an approximate population of some 24,000 people. Supporting infrastructure would include the extension of the North-South arterial road and the OC Transpo transitway to Fernbank Road, the extension and development of east-west collector roads, 13 schools of various levels and boards, and some 21 parks, including one 20 acre district park.


It is anticipated that the draft Preferred land use plan, based on all the technical and community input and comments will be circulated before the end of the year. The subsequent community meeting on the proposals, however, has bee postponed until some time in early 2009, following completion of  the Third Party  Review of the Carp River Restoration Project . That would then be followed by a formal public consultation session before the Planning and Environment Committee later in the spring. 

613 and 5585 Hazeldean Road (Trinity Development)
Revised site plan proposals for the first phase of the Trinity retail/commercial development on the North side of Hazeldean Road in the Kanata West lands were circulated in January, with a further revision in July. This shopping centre development, east of Iber Road and the proposed transitway, is expected to contain in total 37,581 m² (405,000 ft²) of retail and commercial uses including several box-type stores. Over the past couple of years, the SVA had been in contact with the developer and their representatives to ensure that the development met acceptable community design guidelines for appearance, access, landscaping, etc. Councillors from Ward 6 and adjacent wards had expressed similar concerns. 

In written comments to Planning Department, SVA expressed serious concerns regarding the provision of two collector roads from the proposed Richcraft subdivision to the north of the property passing through the shopping centre parking lot as well as the establishment of roundabouts at the intersection of these public roads and the shopping centre/parking lot driving lanes. Roundabouts are not pedestrian nor cyclist friendly and given the likely high volume of pedestrian traffic, these roundabouts may only worsen an already hazardous situation. Safety would seem to demand signalization at these intersections instead.

Given technical and community concerns identified regarding the construction of part of this development near or below the Carp River flood plain, any preparatory work has been suspended pending the outcome of the Third Party Review of the Carp River Restoration Project. It is anticipated that the initial findings of the review may be completed before the end of the year.

Phase two of the development consists of land within the complex transferred to Lowe’s Companies Canada for the establishment of a home improvement store having an area of 13,227 m² (142380 ft²) The site plan was submitted in late September and is included in the original Trinity site plan.

The last community meeting on this project was three years ago and given the time elapsed, the various site plan changes, and the overall impact on the community, the SVA had requested a further meeting before the site plan was finalized. This was not supported by Councillor Qadri and so will likely not take place.

5831 Hazeldean Road ( Tartan Homes)

In January Tartan Homes submitted a proposal for a zoning plan amendment and a subdivision plan which would allow the construction of approximately 471 homes on the Kanata West lands at 5831 Hazeldean Road (approximately opposite Fringewood Drive and the entrance to the Fringewood subdivision).


One major concern expressed by ourselves and others at a community meeting in April is that this property is sandwiched between two other residential developments owned by other developers (Mattamy Corp.), and despite the municipal address, has no vehicular access to Hazeldean Road. As a result, all traffic from the subdivision will be routed onto Maplegrove Road, with westbound traffic having to use Johnwoods Street, with all its existing traffic isues, in order to access Hazeldean Road. At the meeting and in further correspondence it was suggested that Tartan Homes consider the feasibility of acquiring vacant land to the south of the proposed subdivision in order to provide an outlet onto Hazeldean Road. It is believed that such steps have not been undertaken.


We also emphasized the importance  of coordinating the development of the subdivision with those of their neighbours, particularly with respect to roadway layouts and linkages and the provision of foot and cycle paths, as well as any improvement/protection work on the Poole Creek corridor.


As with other developments in the adjacent Kanata West lands, any physical preparatory development is suspended until final determination is made on the Carp River Restoration Review.

Mattamy Homes –Huntmar Drive/MapleGrove Road/Johnwoods St.

The development of Fairwinds North, on the north side of MapleGrove Road immediately west of Huntmar Drive continues with the construction of approximately 634 dwellings, including several blocks of back-to back townhouses containing approximately 156 units. The SVA has voiced concerns with respect to the lack of physical separation between the proposed public park and the adjacent townhouses, with fears that there may be conflicts between residents and non-residents over the use of the facility. The development of the Fairwinds West subdivision at 33 Johnwoods street and part of the Fairwinds South subdivision has been suspended, pending the outcome of the Third Party Review of the Carp River Restoration Project.

5924 Hazeldean Road


Plans for the construction of a four storey apartment building on this site at the corner of Hazeldean Road and Victor Street were first submitted in 1994, although the subsequent approval by Goulbourn Township was allowed to lapse. Site Plans were re-submitted in March 2007 showing an apartment building with a small stand-alone shopping plaza on the site connected to the apartment by a breezeway arrangement.. The SVA commented at that time that it felt that this proposal did not meet the provisions of the specific zoning by-law for the site which stated, inter alia, that any commercial uses were to be located  “…on the ground floor or basement of an apartment building”. The plans were refined and resubmitted in May of this year followed by a public consultation meeting on June 21st. Minor plan changes had been made, mainly concerning setbacks and parking arrangements. 

It appears that the City may well approve this development (it is reported that this particular layout was also approved by Goulbourn Township) despite the fact that, to us, it meets neither the previous nor current zoning by-laws.

Jackson Trails 

This extensive sub-division by Taggart Developments.,Ltd at the intersection of Stittsville Main Street and Hazeldean Road continues including the construction of ten (10) low-rise apartment buildings at the north east corner of the intersection containing a total of 120 condominion units. The efforts of the SVA to ensure that these apartment buildings were somewhat more visually acceptable  were outlined in the 2006 AGM report.

St. Stephen Catholic elementary school is now opened and work is underway on the development of a district park off the Main Street extension with a full-sized soccer pitch to be established to help address the community’s recreational demands. It is anticipated that the park will be completed by the fall of 2009.

In addition to the Petro-Canada gas station adjacent to the Jackson Trails Plaza , the second Petro-Canada station planned for the north-west intersection of Huntmar Drive and Hazeldean Road has yet to be constructed. The SVA continues to voice its objections to this proposal, particularly with respect to the commercialization of Hazeldean Road, and the unnecessary proliferation of gas stations under construction or being proposed for the community.

Flea Market lands (6141, 6181, & 6201 Hazeldean Road)
During 2007 the SVA attended  preliminary meetings on a proposed development on the north side of Hazeldean Road on lands formerly occupied by the Stittsville flea market, east of Carp Road. The  proposed plan consisted of a commercial development with two box-type stores plus smaller retail outlets facing onto Hazeldean Road, with a residential development to the immediate north. Both developments would abut the Echo Woods subdivision. On January 30, the SVA submitted comments on the proposed plan of subdivision for the residential section of the project. Concerns largely dealt with access and traffic on Echo Woods and MapleGrove Roads, compatibility, linkage to other subdivisions, etc.

Applications have recently been submitted to amend the Zoning By-law to allow the development of a shopping centre immediately to the east of this development fronting on Hazeldean Road.

171 McCooeye Lane, (Larco Homes)


On October 3rd, a public information meeting was held to introduce a proposal for constructing 12 townhouses, in four two storey blocks on McCooeye Lane, at the rear of the Crossing Bridge Shopping Plaza. Early comments from the SVA and others have focused largely on traffic and parking issues, given the narrow design of the Lane, and access problems from Carp Road. (The Carp Road/McCooeye Lane intersection is currently being re-engineered). A full public consultation meeting will be held once the site-plan has been submitted.

Orville Station

At a January community consultation meeting, Dharma Developments and the owner of the Stittsville Mews buildings reiterated their proposal to build a group of 19 stacked townhouses (38 units) on the Orville Street property behind the Mews facility as well as offices/apartments at the rear of existing Main Street buildings. The Association and most of the residents at the meeting expressed serious concerns with this proposal, particularly with respect to the design of the units, the lack of adequate parking, the location and the traffic that would be generated at the Main Street intersection. In our follow-up written comments, we repeated our opposition to this project on the grounds of compatibility, density, traffic, parking, design, etc. Several site plans have been presented, but little evidence of any change. 

1921 Stittsville Main Street (Bell/Bradley lands)
Late in 2007, the owners submitted a proposal to amend the Official Plan to change the designation of this property from General Rural to General Urban in order to develop a subdivision of 144 single family homes. A public meeting was held in January 2008 and in correspondence, the SVA raised several objections to this development – access and traffic issues, inappropriate expansion of the urban boundary, proximity of the property to existing country estate lots, earlier OMB decisions disallowing such proposal, etc. The SVA has suggested that, instead of amending the Official Plan,  the 1 km. rule separating rural development from the urban areas be waived to allow the owners to develop further estate lots on the property instead of a multi-dwelling subdivision.

A modified layout addressing some of the traffic issues was submitted in June and at subsequent public meetings it was indicated that the owners would defer any further steps pending completion of the City’s Official Plan Review and the possible expansion of the urban boundary. It is anticipated that the Planning Department’s report on the status of various specific parcels of urban boundary land will be presented to the Planning and Environment Committee in late January, 2009, thence to Council for approval.

240 West Ridge Drive

In the 2000 Plan of Subdivision for the Deer Run development, a school site for the Ottawa-Carleton Catholic School Board was designated as such and zoned Institutional. In early 2007, the School Board dropped their option to purchase the site, whereupon the landowner ( Mr. Frank Argue ) submitted a re-zoning application in order to construct 72 townhouses on the land. Following serious concerns voiced by both the adjacent residential community and the SVA at public meetings, in correspondence to the City, and before the Planning and Environment Committee, Mr. Argue announced in April that the plans were being changed to accommodate just 32 single family homes on the property At a community meeting on May 7th, to review the new plans, Mr. Argue was thanked and congratulated for his community-minded decision. 

Stittsville Gateway Features

Within Stittsville and many other communities there are special features that identify the entrance to a community. The”Welcome to Stittville” sign at the intersection of Hazeldean Road and Stittsville Main Street is one of the better known such features in Stittsville. However there are many other such gateway features to the various subdivisions in the community.
In Spring 2008, after several years of leaving the maintenance of gateway features to the local communities, the City of Ottawa embarked on a program of identifying the number and location of existing features and the cost to restore and maintain them. At the request of the City’s consultants, the SVA identified 15 gateway features within Stittsville.  A list of the locations including photographs of the features were provided to both the consultant and the Councillor’s office. In addition, SVA’s view with respect to the condition of repair of these gateway features was also provided.   

________________


The foregoing are some of the issues having probably the greatest impact on our community and some are still to be the subject of public consultation meetings over the coming months. As we have said in the past, anyone concerned with our future growth should make a point of attending these meetings whenever possible. Although the SVA participates in public consultation meetings on development projects in our watchdog role of speaking for community interests, extensive and vocal community support is also essential if an effective voice for Stittsville is to be heard.

The parade that traveled down Stittsville Main Street attracted some 70 entries: there was a strong representation of firefighters from Stittsville and neighbouring communities;
three marching bands; over a dozen vintage automobiles; the Shriners; representatives of all the federal political candidates; municipal & provincial dignitaries; numerous local businesses, clubs and associations.  Our Parade Marshalls this year were Stirling Howie, long time Stittsville Volunteer Firefighter, and John Brummell, Stittsville’s 2008 Citizen of the Year and well known reporter of the Stittsville News.

The second annual Soap Box Derby, once again part of Village Fest, will be addressed in a separate report.
The activities & events at the Village Square Park were numerous and varied. They included, the 1st Stittsville Scouts; Saunders Haunted Farm; the Goulbourn Museum; the Stittsville Horticultural Society; the Rotary Club; face painters; Stittsville Girl Guides; croquet golf; a magician; a clown; hay rides; the Lions Club; the Hydro Ottawa events caravan; the “rabbit lady”; as well as fire trucks on Abbott Street, and the Rogers Community Cruiser (Jack FM) doing a remote broadcast.

Saturday’s stage entertainment had a local flavour. Jessica Fitzpatrick acted as the MC and some-time entertainer. The Monette Family started the show at noon and were followed by the Stittsville Concert Band, the Weeds, Paul Grant & the Praisers, the Curry Brothers, Doll Creelman & her students and a new as yet unnamed youth group. 

Food Services were again varied. Stittsville United Church provided a BBQ at the Park; the Scouts had apples, cider & corn-on-the-cob; and the Girl Guides were selling their famous cookies. 

Secondary sites on Saturday that were affiliated with the Village Fest were a BBQ & giant garage sale at St. Andrews Presbyterian Church, the Goulbourn Jubilee Singers garage sale at Bradley’s Insurance on Main Street, as well as the St. Thomas Anglican Church supper Saturday night.

The first event on Sunday was a 5K family fun run/walk event, organized by our public health nurse Janice Tughan. Despite the rather cold weather, this first time venture attracted 70 participants, with the proceeds being evenly divided between the SVA and the Stittsville Food Bank.

The Firefighters traditional pancake breakfast was, not surprisingly, a great success.

Some 580 people were served between 9am and noon. $2500 was raised for the “Emily Lusignan Fund”.

Sunday’s stage entertainment was billed as a “Concert in the Park”. The principal sponsor for this attraction was the Mississippi Conservation Authority. The entertainment included: Don & Tony Clermont; belly dancer Margaret Vincente; jazz singer Jenna Glatt; fiddler Sarah Burnell & her celtic group; and the Mumbo Jumbo Voodoo Combo.

The show was judged by all in attendance to be an excellent show.

There were, unfortunately some concerns:

Majic Midways, who had notified us right after Canada Day that they would like to participate in Village Fest did not show up. Their intention had been to have a much larger presence located at Brown’s Independent Grocers parking lot.

Although we did end up with enough volunteers, it took some last minute hard work to get enough to work the parade route and the soap box races.

Promotion/publicity/advertising could be stronger in the future. More advertising might have resulted in a larger audience on Sunday.

There is also the ongoing problem of road closures – particularly along Abbott Street on Saturday. Some businesses expressed concern regarding that they lost some business at the usually most busy time in the day.  

A final concern was the fact that more funds were spent than we were able to raise from sponsors. This is an issue that should be carefully monitored in the future.

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TREASURER’S  REPORT
2007 – 2008

Below, please find a summary of our financial performance in the year 2007 – 2008.  I am pleased to report, that also this year we are closing our books in the black.

Our operation depends entirely on donations. Most of the donations are made towards specific events. However, as part of our operation we do have certain overheads, like insurance, general mailings, advertising, office expenses, etc. for which funds have to be provided from donations made towards the events. This amounts to about 15% of our expense budget. These expenses are shown in our “General Account” section of the financial report.

Generally it is the Associations aim to make each event self sufficient with a 15% overhead. In 2007 – 2008 this was achieved for only the Canada Day celebrations and the Soap Box Derby. All other events did use up some of the funds left over from previous years. The large amount of donations we received for the Canada Day celebrations helped to end the year with a healthy surplus. Some of the events we organize may have to be scaled down, if necessary, in future years to avoid a deficit in the budget.

I would like to share with you an interesting observation which I have made over the years:

Our events are well attended and enjoyed by many residents. However, a lot of the residents are often surprised to hear that these events do require substantial funds and not only volunteer time. If it were not for the generosity of the business sector of our community; and some funds from Heritage Canada and the City of Ottawa we would not be able to stage any of these events. With our growing community we hope to see also donations from residents in the future.

As a service to our youth, who support many activities and events in Stittsville, the SVA has agreed to manage their funds. These funds are not included in SVA’s funds.
